The star status does not protect against the hazards of life. Roland Barthes experienced this
the hard way. At the end of the 1970s, he was internationally known and regarded as a
thinking guru. A professor at the College de France, the author of best-sellers, he had a
crowd of disciples. Newspapers and journals were fighting to publish him. Yet Barthes never
got over the death of his mother, who disappeared when he was 61. He had lived with her,
and his brother, his all life.

The last days of Roland Barthes brings the reader close to a well-known personality. It is the
man, and not his oeuvre, that is put in the limelight. The man, this ‘miserable bundle of
secrets’ as André Malraux put it. Such a close relationship to one’s mother can only be the
result of an unusual family story. Why did such a great mind never manage to sever the
umbilical cord and recover from the death of the woman who gave birth to him? And why did
he literally let himself die after a banal road accident? 25 years after the death of Barthes,
Hervé Algalarrondo went looking for those who were close to him. His meticulous inquiry
testifies to the fragility of success. Barthes ‘had it all’, and yet to his friends he seemed like
‘living unhappiness’ itself. This affecting and sensitive account does not attempt to
deconstruct an idol, but on the contrary, to give back its share of humanity to the man behind
the star.

Written for the main part between 1961 and 1967, and thus contemporaneous with the most
important theoretical works of Louis Althusser, these Letters addressed to Franca, who had
translated Pour Marx into Italian, constitute the pinnacle of Althusser's writing.

Conceived as an uninterrupted work to which each protagonist devotes several hours daily,
this ‘correspondance amoureuse’ immediately revealed, on his part, an extreme concentration
and a style always dominated - even though he had perfected the art of burlesque - by the
imminence of the disasters which regularly engulfed his existence. He worked with - and
against - madness, in a way which required that he go straight to the heart of the matter, to
what was essential within himself, within Franca, within his relationship with Franca, his
relationship with Héléne - his life-long companion -, the relationship between Franca and
Héléne, but going also to the core of his relationship to his own theoretical reflections, which
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he sometimes described in terms profoundly disconcerting for the readers of his philosophical
works. Although the style of these letters places them in the great tradition of love letters they
nevertheless throw decisive light on the philosophic work undertaken by Louis Althusser,
restoring it to its fundamental impenetrability.

Post-colonialist critique has primarily focused on the questioning of the Western
concept of a universal reason and on the denunciation of the implicit claim to superiority
exemplified by Europe’s promulgation of the Enlightenment, Democracy and Human rights
throughout the world. For Jean-Loup Amselle, this opposition between the West and the rest
of the world is over-simplistic: it ignores connections and interrelations; it does not take into
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account alternative European philosophies and schools of thought, and forgets the ideas and
controversies that came from Africa, Asia as well as Central and South America. Amselle
launched into a major research, across continents, theories, authors and institutions. From the
renewal of a Jewish school of thought inspired by Benny Levy, to the indigenisation of the
Zapatista movement, to the defense of African endogenous epistemologies and the
affirmation of a specific Indian temporality, Amselle analyses alternatives, and points out the
dangers which systems of thought that are based on essentialists principles of cultures and
races represent. In doing so, the author also goes back to the tutelary figure of Gramsci in
order to show how the ritualistic homage that is paid to him in postcolonial studies is
grounded in an unfaithful use of Gramsci’s thought. Amselle’s wide-ranging journey through
contemporary thought, well-documented as well as opinionated, ultimately brings us back to
today’s France. Post-colonialism arrives belatedly in contemporary France, at a time where
the crisis between the two models of social understanding — that of the class struggle and that
of the Republic, allows for a greater ethnicisation of social relations.

The idea that the future of humanity lies in the past and that the solution to
contemporary problems can be found in wisdom from the depths of time is not new. Every
era has recognised the temptations of primitivism. Yet current ideological uncertainties give
it renewed strength. The re-emergence of “mystic tourism”, which - through ritualised use of
hallucinogenic substances - strives to find the keys of a lost paradise, is only one aspect of the
appeal of our origins. For primitivism currently takes three forms: political, anthropological
and artistic. In this book, Jean-Loup Amselle casts a gruellingly critical eye over each of
them.
From the concept of the Quai Branly Museum to Nicolas Sarkozy’s references to “negritude”
in his Dakar speech, via the way in which ethnic identity and values are being promoted in
West Africa and South America, he demonstrates how states and statesmen use authenticity
and tradition as justification and instruments of power. He also denounces the immutable
concept that some of his anthropologist colleagues have of exotic cultures, one that amounts
to a fetishism of indigenous cultures; as if “savages” had to be driven out of history in order
to have a better understanding of Western thought. Lastly, he analyses the “process of
cultural purification in other societies” through artistic creations whose formulaic exoticism
is honed to seduce an international audience.
This finely argued, committed and sometimes ironic work also takes a strong stand against
contemporary uses of primitivist myths.

Henri Atlan is emeritus professor in biophysics at the university of Paris V1. His scientific
work contributed to the renewal of contemporary biology. He has also worked on the complex
relations between sciences and religions and the issue of moral norms in contemporary
societies.

Philosophy is too often presented as a series of problems that all normally constituted minds
and bodies find unavoidable yet without solution: God, the relationship between body and
soul, freedom, happiness, etc. Referring to the French translation of the title of Heidegger’s
Holzwege ("off the beaten track™), Henri Atlan and Roger-Pol Droit are proposing to explore
other approaches. The paths they choose to follow lead to intellectual territories where these
deadlocks do not exist.

The book
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The book starts like a chronicle: a young, idealistic engineer launches a political literary
journal and asks for Sartre’s friendly support. The philosopher agrees at once. This marks the
beginning of a deep, long-lasting relationship. At the time, in the 1970s, a radical political
struggle has begun, under the leadership of the proletarian Maoist left in particular - Olivier
Rolin, André Glucksmann, Alain Geismar, and of course Sartre’s future assistant: Pierre
Victor - Benny Lévy by his real name. Jean-Pierre Barou was part of the small group of
activists who brought France on the brink of revolution. He describes the events he took part
in: the popular tribunal in Lens, with Sartre as its head, declaring the directors of the
Charbonnages de France (the national company for coal mining) responsible for deaths
occurred in pits accidents; the violent clashes at Renault-Billancourt and the tragic death of
Pierre Overney; Michel Foucault’s involvement and the launch of the Gr oupe d’ I nf or m
sur les prisons.

Barou describes the daily life of the community gathered around Pierre Victor: The internal
disputes, the semi clandestine existence, prosecution and repression. He also composes an
extraordinary, complex portrait of Sartre: ageing, almost blind, working on his « Flaubert » in
the morning and militating at the doors of the Renault factory in the afternoon, after lunching
at the Coupole restaurant.

This is a compelling description of Sartre as a generous and uncompromising man, inflexible
in his fight for freedom. Barou shows the connections between reflection and action and the
role they play in the famous ‘return of the religious’ that characterised the philosopher’s
approach, denying the stereotypical portrayal of Sartre as A senile man manipulated by
extreme left activists. This is a highly personal account on the revolutionary events from May
1968 to the creation of the journal Libération that offers an unique view of Sartre’s role.

There is a lot of talk about the reconciliation between Jews and Catholics and the ‘dialogue’
between religions. Yet little is happening in practice. This is what makes this book, and the
personal contribution of the two personalities who are here engaged in dialogue, exceptional.
Based on a shared sense of esteem, the discussion deals with key questions for both atheists
and believers: the place of religion in modern societies, faith, secularity, fundamentalism and
its extremisms, moral systems. It does not shy away from controversial subjects — The
Catholic Church and anti-Semitism — or personal questions — how one lives with one’s faith,
with its rituals; how each interlocutor has discovered the other one’s religion and what it
initially meant for him.

This book does not resemble an erudite discussion between theologians, nor does it take the
form of a mere conversational talk. It captures the depth of the intellectual and spiritual
exchange that takes place between two key personalities who carry out their function like a
vocation, a responsibility and a source of joy.

Jean Birnbaum explores the transmission of revolutionary ideals from one generation to the
next. The model chosen by Birnbaum to study the mechanism of such legacies is that of the
Trotskyite movement: a singular tradition that maintained, throughout the twentieth century,
the marginal but obstinate presence of its ideals of emancipation. Based on in-depth
discussions with militants, old and young, famous or unknown, Birnbaum’s documentary
offers forceful descriptions of remarkable people and their destinies, but he also tracks down
the traces of disillusionment and inner fissures: where the Jewish question or sectarian
currents are concerned for instance. Yet, out of this lucid assessment and from the depth of
these testimonies, emerge the aspirations that carried a whole "generation”, looking forward,
beyond the present, for an era of justice to come.

Marie-Anne Erize was 24 with the body of a model and the utopian dreams of a rebel. One
October day in 1976, soldiers in civilian clothes abducted her in San Juan, a small town in
north western Argentina. Her parents, friends and six brothers and sisters were never to see
her again. She is now one of the 30,000 people who went missing during the dictatorship
(1976 - 1983), men and women whose memory still haunts this country that has such a heavy
burden to remember.
It hardly matters that this story goes back more than thirty years. Philippe Broussard wanted
to tell it. To set off in search of Marie-Anne. To find witnesses. To reconstruct what
happened to her. From Paris to Buenos Aires he questioned dozens of people and tried to
assemble the puzzle of her life. Or rather, of her lives. Born to a family of French “pioneers”
who had settled in Argentina, she grew up in the jungle, went to several catholic schools,
worked as a top model, rubbed shoulders with major artists (the singer Georges Moustaki, the
guitarist Paco de Lucia...) and lived for a while in Paris.
Her destiny changed irreversibly in 1973 when she turned her back on the fashion world,
seeing it as too superficial. She was a militant supporter of Peron and undertook welfare work
in shanty towns, gradually becoming involved with covert operations for Montonero, a
guerilla with far-left tendencies. This trajectory, against a background of extreme violence,
would come to an end in San Juan, one Friday in 1976...
Yet the story does not end there. There are two legal processes open to this day, one in
France and one in Argentina, trying to find the truth about her fate. There is even a suspect in
prison in San Juan: Jorge Olivera, a colonel turned barrister, a Catholic fundamentalist and an
extreme-right militant. He is supposed to have organised the abduction and the disappearance
of this beautiful Frenchwoman.
The book’s structure alternates between a chronological account of Marie-Anne’s movements
and the author’s letters to her mother, now 84, informing her of his research and revealing her
daughter’s darker side.

Rugby and boxing, of course, but also Formula 1, mountain sports, cycling, riding... All sports are
implicated in the question of head trauma. Incredible speed, giant-sized athletes, massive physical
impact... the situation cannot go on. The skull cannot be extended and the best crash-hat can do
nothing to prevent concussion. And being concussed now can have implications for ten, twenty or
thirty years later: memory loss, chronic depression, anomalous behavior and, in the worst cases, a
debilitating “madness” that was believed until recently to be the premise of boxing alone.

Before it is too late, Doctor Chermann is sounding the alarm. His book opens with the author’s
treatment of the rugby player Christophe Dominici in March 2005 on the eve of the England-

is nonetheless serious. Given the huge financial and career implications, club doctors are
increasingly under pressure from trainers, league managers and even sportsmen themselves who
refuse to take the recommended convalescence time.

In fact, it is by
failing to respect the appropriate delay that he endangers not only his health but also his career and
his club’s results.

The ‘just wars’, inquisitions,
colonial invasions, gulags and genocides, always claim to be rooted in truth. This book is an
exploration of the relation of reason to crime, where the former is used as an alibi to the
latter.

Much has been written on the reception of the news of the deportation of the Jews by the
French media and public opinion without looking into it in depth. Didier Epelbaum’s
approach is different: he has analysed all the newspapers and official news bulletins as well
as the records of the radio broadcasts and any additional material published at the time.
Against all odds, his research demonstrates that at first, the event was well "covered™ and in a
manner that showed a sensitivity to the specificity of the Jewish situation.

From now on the name Ponticelli will remain known in History as the name of the last
witness of the First World War's atrocities. What is less known about him, because he was
very discrete about it, is that he figures in the annals of the economic world and of French
industry. Indeed, the extraordinary life of Lazare Ponticelli cannot be reduced to his feats of
arms, his 6 years mobilisation and his Italian "Military Cross".

When Lazare, alone, runs away from the poverty of his native Italy at 9 years old to join up
with his mother and 2 brothers in Paris, he does not know how to read or write, or speak
French. After the ordeal of WWI, the three brothers worked hard as chimney sweepers.
Albeit illiterate, their hands were bursting with cleverness and their muscles with courage.

He succeeded: he died on March 12, 2008, at the age of 110.

“In my childhood memories, my great-uncle, Fernand Doukhan, was a grumpy old man who
seemed to fight windmills. Ten years after his death, this image clashed head on with a brief
biographical notice | found on the internet: it mentioned his anarchist past in Algeria. That is
how the idea for this book was born.
He was from a Jewish Berber family (about 50% of Algerian Jews are Berber) who had
probably settled there as far back as the Eleventh Century. He was born in Algeria in 1913
and was the first man in the family to be born French, the first to have a non-Hebrew first
name, the first to learn French at school, the first to become a teacher when generations of
Doukhans had sold secondhand goods or worked as cleaners... He set off for the front at the
very beginning of the Second World War to defend the French flag. He became a POW on
23" October 1940 and was sent to the German stalags for five years, while, in Algiers, the
Vichy regime overturned Crémieux’s decree, withdrew nationality from the Jews and banned
them from the teaching profession. When he returned to a teaching job at the Ecole Lazerges
in the Bab el Oued region, he became an anarchist and started retaliating against colonial
France that kept Muslim children tightly inside the school fence. When the first FLN
offensives began in November 1954, the anarchist and Trotskists were the only political
movements calling for an end to French colonization. Fernand Doukhan was a more and
more active militant. In the newspaper Le Libertaire, he spoke out against “French
dictatorship in Algeria”. He was arrested on 28the January 1957 in the heat of the Battle of
Algiers... because he had come out on strike as instructed by the FLN. He was imprisoned
again, this time in the Lodi camp about 100 km south of Algiers, left to rot with people of
“French origin” suspected of favouring theories of independence, including Henri Alleg, the
author of La Question. On 30™ March 1958, four years before independence, some soldiers
came looking for him, manhandled him into a truck, then onto a boat heading for Marseille.
On an ordinary prefectorial arrest, Fernand Doukhan had been exiled from Algeria. He would
never go back.
He died in Montpellier in 1996. Leaving no memories, no letters or private diary, or even any
descendants. This book has been a long journey through the past, trying to find the tracks he
left behind, in France, in Algeria, in archives, and with witnesses who came across him.”

With their father, Sharif of Mecca, the Hashimites worked alongside Lawrence of Arabia in launching
the guerrilla war of 1916 - 1918 against the Turks. They wanted a united Arab kingdom controlled by
their family.

The eldest, Ali (1879 - 1935), the last king of Hijaz — the western side of the Arabian peninsula which
includes the holy cities of Medina and Mecca — was to be banished from his kingdom by Ibn Saud. The
Hashimites had lost the sacred land of Islam.

Faisal (1885 - 1933), Lawrence of Arabia’s favourite, became King of Syria. But the French army drove
him out of Damascus.

Stripped of his crown, Abdullah (1882 - 1951) the second son, would have to settle for Jordan. He was
assassinated outside the Omar Mosque in Jerusalem by a Palestinian who took exception to his
moderation towards Israelis (even though he had waged war on them), and was succeeded by his
grandson, King Hussein.
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Faisal’s successor, Ghazi I, died in a car crash on the eve of the Second World War which was to threaten
the throne and see Nazis reaching out to Arab nationalists.
In July 1958 the entire royal family — including King Faisal 11, grandson of Faisal | — was assassinated by
republican soldiers. Only the baby of the family, Zayed (1898 - 1972), Iraqi ambassador in London,
escaped the massacre.

The saga concludes, in February 1999, with the death of Hussein of Jordan. This marked the

end of the Hashimite dream, but not before it had done a great deal to shape the Middle East

as we know it today.

A story with two voices, without hatred or pathos, in which
the father, a worker from the North whose nature is whole and discreet, tells you how the
trials endured did not make him give in, in spite of the pressures from a judge convinced of
his guilt; in which the son, twenty years old at the time, shares with us in a sensitive manner
the reasons which pushed him to submit. A nervous wreck, separated from his family,
completely lost, the young man decided to make false confessions.

Today the story is not over. After acquittal, the wounds are not so easy to heal.

Histoire commune: the story goes on. Behind these testimonials the deep feelings binding the
two Daniel Legrands even without words or fulsome declarations have managed to keep them
afloat during this journey, without forgetting the unfailing support of their family, which also
helped to keep hope alive.

Like any other population, the Ankave in the highlands of Papua New Guinea encounter
moments of joy and those of sadness. Yet, while they are trying to cope with misfortune and
bereavement, they are disturbed by the emergence of cannibals, called the ombo’. These
“invisible” corpse-eaters grind around the deceased and torment the living. Their presence is
invading and threatening to such an extent that the Ankave, sixty years after their first
encounter with the White, continue once or twice a year to beat ferociously, night after night,
on their drums which send the spirits of the recently deceased outside of their valley. This
impressive Sabbath destined to make these spectres disappear is one of the important ritual
moments of their existence. The role assigned to the Shamans appears to be essential in their
battle against these cannibalistic monsters.

For Pierre Lemonnier, studying the ombo’ offers a way to depict the life of the Ankave and to
understand how they imagine the world and try hard to act according to this image.
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Following the tradition of the great ethnological stories, he evokes with talent, clarity and
vivacity his stays with Ankave families, re-creates their environment, their way of living and
thinking, studies their rites, their practices, their ideas of which the coherence itself founds
the identity of their society.

Other than its major contribution to the knowledge of the cultures and social organisations of
New Guinea, this book broadens the perspective: by comparing the ombo’s to our witches of
the XVth-XVIIth centuries, he actually proposes an original critical reflection on the history
of western witchcraft.

For centuries, Greek was spoken all around the Mediterranean area. The first factor to
contribute to the diffusion of the language is the first great colonisation movement in V11 and
VII century BC: small groups of Greeks leave their city — Athens, Corinthia ... - to settle in
other, often far away lands - Sicily, Great Greece, Massalia (Marseilles) or Antibes, and
around the Black sea, in Egypt, Cyrenaica and as far as Gibraltar.

The ‘just wars’, inquisitions,
colonial invasions, gulags and genocides, always claim to be rooted in truth. This book is an
exploration of the relation of reason to crime, where the former is used as an alibi to the
latter.

2005 is the hundredth anniversary of the laws on secularism. Yet it so happens that the
presence in France of a strong minority of Muslims brings to the centre of public debate
problems which evoke precisely those that were asked one century ago during the
confrontation between the Republican State and the Catholic Church. Are we dealing with
the same problems?
Secularism is something very specifically French, as incomprehensible in the UK where
female customs and police officers can wear the veil, as in the US where no president can be
elected without talking about God. Likewise, when we talk of Islam, what are we talking
about?

Islam is thus transformed on the one hand by a
process of secularisation in society (of which the pervading re-Islamisation is paradoxically
one of the manifestations, for one only re-islamises what is secularised) and, on the other
hand, by a political integration which is negotiable, as is shown by the foundation of the
Conseil francais du culte musulman.

The idea for this book was born one morning in November 2004 when for the first time,
Benjamin Stora took his son to Khenchela, a small city in the east of Algeria where his own
father’s family comes from.

The first part of the 20th century saw a succession of wars, destructions and revolutions that
put Europe to the fire and the sword. From the upheaval of the old world in 1914 to the new
status quo established in 1945, the European continent has gone through a whole epoch of
devastation and chaos.

Enzo Traverso uses the concept of « European civil war » to account for this terrible
combination of total war — war without limits or fronts — with local conflicts and genocides,
through which divergent visions of the world collided. Taking an extensive and well
documented perspective, he outlines the main features of the era: a mix of archaic violence,
cold, bureaucratic violence and modern technology, designed to annihilate the enemy; the
brutal experience of forced exile by some populations; the highly emotional clashes opposing
civilians within societies torn apart by conflicts (URSS 1917-1923, Spain 1936-1939, The
French resistance 1939-1945); fear and terror infusing the mind of people.

Who was Mardochée Naggiar? An unknown figure whose elusive traces arouse our curiosity.
He appears in the diary of an English missionary who spent time in Tunis in 1824:
Mardochée Naggiar was this well-educated Jew who for several months served as his tutor in
Arabic, and who, he tells us, authored a grammar and a dictionary of the Berber language.
Mardochée conversed freely about the condition of his coreligionists in Tunisia; he was well
introduced in the palace of the Bey of Tunis, and was equally well-connected in the learned
milieu of early 19" century Paris.

This was enough to send historian Lucette Valensi on his trail. She investigates his case,
summons the testimonies of his contemporaries, and progressively outlines the portrait of
Mardochée Naggiar as mirrored by those he interacted with. The man traveled, made
acquaintances, and developed close ties with various European orientalists. We follow him to
Paris under the Consulate and early years of the Empire, where he lived near the Place des
Victoires, frequented the National Library, met the illustrious Silvestre de Sacy and other
scholarly figures of European Orientalism for whom he translated Arabic manuscripts. He
then shows up working as a merchant, copyist and translator in Trieste, from where he
provided Arabic manuscripts to erudite friends all over war-torn Europe. Later, we find him
in Tunis in a variety of roles: he provides Arabic manuscripts to Count Camillo Borgia, a
pioneer in local archaeology, he is employed in the palace of the Bey as an official
interpreter, he conducts business with European consuls in the Christian quarter, or as a
merchant in the harbor. During all of this time, he remains a resident of the Jewish ghetto
(hara) of Tunis where, in his later life, he remarries with a much younger woman.

At last, Simone Veil agrees to talk about herself in the first person. She recalls her childhood
in the area of Nice in a family with Jewish roots, and of her deprtation to the camps with her
mother and one of her sisters in March 1944. In all the posts that she has occupied, Veil has
stood out as one of the figureheads of French politics. The epitome of the free woman, she
has had positions of power which she never exploited to her own ends, but to better the living
conditions of her fellow citizens. She worked for the administration of prisons, as well as for
the health ministry in the Jacques Chirac government under Valéry Giscard d’Estaing’s
presidency. In the latter function, she worked against her own political side, for the vote for
the legalization of abortion. She was head of the European Parliament — where she stood up
to French Prime Minister Raymond Barre. She was also state minister ‘des Affaires Sociales,
de la Santé et de la Ville’ in Balladur’s government under Frangois Mitterrand’s presidency ;
She was nominated at the Conseil constitutionnel as well as to the ‘Fondation pour la
mémoire de la Shoah’.

Truthful to her belief to what the role of the survivors of the camps should be, she has
testified again and again, in France and elsewhere. If the work of remembrance is crucial to
Veil, it is not the past, however, but the future that concerns her, and the kind of world that
will befall her grand-children and great grand-children who occupy such a great place in her
life.

The book

The free market economy has laid its hands on our sexuality. It contaminates it with the free
market ‘virus’, destroying physically and psychologically our capacity to love. It sacrifices
our libido on the altar of flexibility and precariousness and makes sexuality just another spare
time activity. Sex itself becomes merely a pastime, formatted and optimized through the use
of coaching and sex toys.

The new sexual order has become a management tool, applied not only to oneself but also to
that special ‘other’, bringing with it all the paradigms of the free market economy:

The book

They are the teachers who refuse to evaluate, classify and stigmatize their pupils. They are
management consultants who say they won’t be denouncing anyone. Postal workers who
refuse to be turned into shopkeepers. Electricians and gas fitters who defend people’s right to
energy by reconnecting supplies to the most needy. Foresters who take a stand against the
constant massacre of trees. Magistrates who jam the mechanism for handing out minimum
sentences. Hospital staff who still want to have the time to smile at their patients. Police
officers who stall the frenzied rush to resort to aggressive questioning. No, they won’t do the
dirty work expected of them since Nicolas Sarkozy launched the largest operation to
dismantle public services France has ever seen from their creation right up to the Liberation.

Professionals are confronted with a policy of programmed asphyxiation which encourages an
increasingly frantic race for turnover and productivity, for targets and competition, for
repression and accountability, threatening social cohesion and people’s fundamental rights.
More and more of them refuse to see their organisations transformed into machines churning
out performance charts and cash, to see their jobs distorted and their ethics trampled
underfoot.

They are now speaking out about the suffering, pointlessness and lack of progress the new
regime brings not only to the professionals themselves but to those they are serving, and -
alone or with the backing of unions - they are implementing strategies for resistance: declared
collective disobedience, underground opposition, insubordination and subversive
intervention.

The book
Every child loves it when you tell them stories, and most of all, they prefer myths and tales.
For the last 25 years, Annick Willaume, a speech therapist, has read tales to clever children,
prisoners of pathologies that are noisy — behaviour and personality disorders, language or
motor deficiencies- or alternatively silent pathologies— autism, school-related phobias. Nearly
all of them find it hard to build sentences and thoughts, which in turn, erects barriers between
them and reality: the other people and learning.
Annick Willaume opened up a realm for their imagination. She created tales workshops,
during which she read tales by the Grimm Brothers, Greek myths or the Odyssey to them,
while at the same time asking them to draw what they were hearing. The children became
familiar with the written language, made its structures their own and thereby demystifying it.
Indeed, these texts from times immemorial operate like tools of thought, they act like psychic
organizers: the child can appeal to the collective imagination and seek support in his own to
invent solutions, resolve an enigma, or put his emotions into words. Creating a meaning or
practicing the language all contribute to the development of his intellectual and emotional
functions.
Whether shared in a classroom, a workshop or in a hospital, these stories offer these young
listeners topics which allow them to anchor themselves in reality.
It is this encounter between these “inhibited” children and this secular heritage that Annick
Willaume narrates for us.
